William Johnson, 3619 English Street, stated that his property 1409 Boynton will be cut and he spoke to Tana Bryant to have everything fixed up within the next 4 weeks. 
Vice-Mayor Smith closed the public hearing to receive public comments regarding the over-ruling objections to the abatement of identified nuisances Group 2024-03 Grass/Debris/Vehicles/Burnt Structures

Vice-Mayor Smith opened a public hearing to receive public comments on reading the ordinance by title only. No one spoke. Vice-Mayor Smith closed the public hearing to receive public comments on reading the ordinance by title only.
And on call of the roll the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Member Jenkins, Roberts, Harris, and Smith; nays: none. The motion carried.
Vice-Mayor Smith read the ordinance by title only.

Vice-Mayor Smith opened a public hearing to receive public comments on reading the ordinance by title only. No one spoke. Vice-Mayor Smith closed the public hearing to receive public comments on reading the ordinance by title only.
And on call of the roll the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Member Jenkins, Roberts, Harris, and Smith; nays: none. The motion carried.
Vice-Mayor Smith read the ordinance by title only.
Council Member Jenkins made a motion for unanimous consent for immediate consideration. The motion was seconded by Council Member Harris and on call of the roll the following vote was recorded: ayes: Council Member Jenkins, Roberts, Harris, and Smith; nays: none. The motion carried.
